Christ in the Passover

For the past several months, we have been studying
“The Life of Moses” in
at New Life. The focus of the study has been twofold; to
show how the Old Testament and The Law were
foreshadows of Jesus Christ; and to show how we can
apply the lessons learned to our everyday life. With
Easter and Passover approaching, I wanted to do
something to show how the Passover and the Seder
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meal pointed to the coming Messiah, Jesus Christ. At
first, I thought we would recreate the Seder meal by
having Pastor Bob play the role of the father, with
others reading the mother
worried how it would turn out, it was rather long and
complicated it seemed. Then I decided to visit the Jews
for Jesus website and discovered a video of the
executive director of Jews for Jesus, David Brickner,
doing a presentation
explaining everything I wanted to convey to the class.

I set the tables up in the sanctuary in a horseshoe shape
and decorated them with white tablecloths, pillar candles
and some silk spring flowers. I set each place with a
paper plateand cup. On each plate was one sprig of
parsley, some matzo, horseradish, a slice of boiled egg,
and some Cheroseth. I put bowls of salt water on each
table and filled the cups with grape juice. As we watched
the video we participated by eating each thing and
drinking from our cups at the proper time. It was fitting
that we happened to have 13 sitting around the table,
the same amount as were at the last supper.

It was a very powerful experience and there were tears
in my eyes more than once when the very clear picture
of how the Seder pointed to Jesus as the Messiah was
shown. Especially moving was the description of the
Matzo being 1. Unleavened (pure, without sin) 2. Pierced
(they pierce the bread before baking to keep it from
rising at all) and 3. Striped (it is baked on a rack that
leaves stripes on the bread). Three pieces of Matzo are
placed in a bag called a Matzotash that has three
compartments and during the meal the middle piece is
odit, brokBR#hd Hidben, lorfytd be Brdught back
again at the end of the meal.
