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In July after the News Letter
went out from the Mission I
received a donation and a
written question. “What is
the Mission’s viewpoint on
the City of Flint as the
U.S.A.'s number one crime
city?”

This recognition is something
no city would want accept as
their point of fame. Of
course we are disappointed
that this is the situation in
the City. Let me list some of
the involvement of the
Mission and New Life Church
of the Nazarene that we feel
can help overcome the
violence in the city.

e Prayer meetings of
concerned Citizens
seeking God’s interv-
ention.

e Door to door
evangelism efforts

e A children’s camp for
inner-city children in
August.

e Meetings with
individuals at the
mission to encourage
and guide them into
making better
choices.

¢ A tutoring program to
help children with

schoolwork — with a
Christian focus.

e Helping to supply
basic personal needs.

e A youth  activity
center once we are
into the new dinning
room.

e Possibly a coffee
shop with goals of
sharing the gospel
and helping people
with the skills to get
jobs.

e Working with area
agencies to help in
training persons for
work positions.

e Parenting classes.

Some of these things are in
the planning stage at this
point, some are actually in
place.

Violence is something that
has a number of causes
feeding it. In Flint there is a
major drug problem and this
is of major concern. We
also have an enormous drop
out rate from our public
schools and have you
noticed the anger that is so
evident in a great portion of
society today. It appears
that any slight problem and
people are shouting and
threatening others.

Homelessness, broken
homes and single parent
homes where the one parent
is working and unable to
supervise the children, or no-
one is working and the
family lives in need of basic

necessities. All this feeds into
discontent and it is only a baby
step to anger and violence in
this situation. I hope this gives
you a picture of our view on the
violence situation and our
activities now and future that we
hope will help to change the
crime statistics in the City of
Flint. We know that all this
must be bathed in prayer
support and the spirit of God if
we are going to be able to
change the present attitudes and
actions of the population. I
apologize for writing so long an
article for Mission...Possible this
month but I felt there might be
others who would be interested
in this information. Thank you
for your patience.

Bible School was a great event
again this year and the kids had
a wonderful time as they learned
about Jesus and enjoyed a great
time learning from the Bible
school curriculum.

“Pandamania” was the title of
the Bible School. Along with the
learning was fun times, games,
singing, and crafts. Thank you
to Linda Laudermilk and her
volunteers for another out-
standing Bible School. We
started out with about 60
children and the final day we
had over 140 attending this Bible

School. Praise the Lard!
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A Wild Boar stood under at tee,
and rubbed his tusks against the
trunk. A fox passing by, asked
him why he thus sharpened his
teeth when there was no danger
threatening from either huntsman
or hound. He replied, “I do it
advisedly; for it would never do
to have to sharpen my weapons
just at the time I ought to be
using them.”

The Eastside Mission is working
to be prepared for the coming
years by moving the dining room
to ground level with new
equipment and more room to
serve the people who come to us.
It is our way of sharpening our
weapons in preparation for what
ever comes our way.
